Many of the issues in Revelation are
issues that Christians continue to wrestle with in our day: issues of complacency in faith, of accommodation
to culture, of persecution for the faith, of hope in a challenging world. In Revelation we encounter a
message that shapes and informs the life of faith in the twenty-first century.
