SERVICE 

Plan a household act of care for God’s creation, such as:
-	 Pick up litter in an area of your neighborhood
-	 Reduce your energy consumption by making an effort to turn off lights or 
	 household appliances when not in use
-	 Review your home recycling practices and consider how you could do more
-	 Make your voice known on an environmental issue of concern by writing to     
	 a government official

RITUALS AND TRADITIONS 

One of the ways God cares for creation is through Dads. Today is Father’s 
Day. If there is a father in your home, plan a special time to give thanks to 
him and affirm him. Have everyone in your household make a list of the 
things they appreciate about him. Begin by sharing these with him. 

Then say this prayer together: O God, we thank you for our earthly father. 
Please bless him with good things—health, joy, love and laughter. Keep him 
in your care and protect him. Help us to encourage him, appreciate him and 
be thankful for him. Amen.

Have household members bless him, one at a time, by making the sign of the 
cross on his forehead and saying, “God in heaven, bless this father.”
