In your home devotion time this week, play a game of “Follow the Leader.” 

Blindfold all the followers, and have the leader guide them using only his 

or her voice. Read John 10:11-18 and talk about what it means to listen to 

Jesus’ voice and to follow him as sheep of the Good Shepherd.
