The nine days
between Ascension Day and Pentecost are referred to as the novena (Latin for nine) and is
used as a time to join Christians in prayer as the church awaits the giving of the Holy Spirit. In
1 Peter 5:7 it reads, “God cares for you, so turn all your worries over to him.” From now until
